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"Intellectuals are to be considered as
formulators of the nationalist ideology.
Their task does not end here, however,
since many of them also act as agitators
and mobilizers of the nationalist move-
ment.

It has to be added that not all intellectu-
als perform both functions.

In the case of a nation without a state of

its own, its intellectuals’ discourse is op-
posed by the state's intellectuals, some of
whom will operate within the territory of
the national minority defending the status
quo, questioning its nationalist ideology
and displaying a clear 'pro-state national-
ist' attitude." Nations without States: Po-

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"On Wednesday 13 January 1993 the
ship, M.V.Ahat was unlawfully intercept-
edby the Indian Navy in international wa-
ters in the Indian Ocean.

The ship was intercepted about 290
miles east of Hambantota in the south of
the island of Sri Lanka and about 440
miles south east of South India (Latitude 6
degrees North, Longitude 85 degrees
East).

The boat was carrying Sathasivam
Krishnakumar, (also known as Kittu), one
time Deputy Leader of the Liberation
Tigers of Tamil Eelam (and one of its
founding members), and several other
members of the LTTE.

The ship was then forced to travel to-
wards the South Indian coast by Indian
Navy frigates.... Nine survivors from the
M.V.Ahat were arrested by the Indian
Navy and lodged in solitary cells in a spe-
cial wing of Vishakapatnam jail with maxi-
mum security.

They were charged with criminal con-
spiracy, shipment of explosives and
threatening Navy officials under the TADA
Act.

The TADA court judge, Mr.P. Lakshman
Reddy, rejected the submissions of the
Prosecution as well as the charge of
carrying explosives against the crew, and
held that the Navy and the investigating
agencies, including the Central Bureau of
Investigation and the Special Investigating
Team, had failed to prove their charges
against the crew of the MV Ahat.

The Judge said there was no case
under the TADA Act against the accused
as they were brought forcibly into the
Indian waters and also there was no
evidence of any offence.
